In early April 1945, Dietrich
Bonhoeffer, a German Lutheran pas-
tor and theologian, was hung by the
Nazi regime.

Bonhoeffer s wa
few church leaders who opposed
National Socialism. His efforts to add
a group of Jews to escape to Switzer-
land led to his arrest and imprison-
ment in 1943.

At 21 years old, Bonhoeffer
earned his doctorate. His thesis, in
the English translation, Communion of
Saints drew the attention of Karl
Barth. Itis a seminal book. During
his nearly 2 years in prison, he wrote
The Cost of Discipleship. He lays out >
the difference between eap
and Acostly grace. 0 Bonhoeff
Sermon on the Mount.
