Remember you are dust 
 

  With the words, ñRemember 
you are dust and to dust you shall 
return,ò more than 20 people who 
gathered at noon and nearly 50 
people who gathered at 7 p.m., on 
Wednesday, February 21, were re-
minded of their mortality to begin 
the season of Lent.    
 Lent was the period of prepa-    
ration of candidates for Baptism.       
By the mid-fourth century in Jeru-
salem, candidates for Baptism 

fasted for 40 days.  During this time, the candidates listened to lectures 
of Cyril of Jerusalem (b. 315 d. 386, Bishop of Jerusalem).  The model 
for the forty days was rooted in the Hebrew and Christian scriptures: 

Mosesô stay on Mount Sinai (Exodus 
24:18; Deuteronomy 9:9), 40 years of He-
brewsô wandering the wilderness, Elijahôs 
fast on his way to the mount of God (1 
Kings 19:8) and Jesusô fasting at the be-
ginning of his ministry (Matthew 4:2; Mark 
1:13, and Luke 4:2). 
 After Constantine (b. 272/273 ï d. 
326) legalized the Christian faith with the 

Edict of Milan in 313 C. E., Lent was 36 days ï excluding Sundays  
because they are feasts marking the Resurrection

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Master Planning Onsite Retreat - a weekend of design and 
liturgy education, and a celebration of fellowship

On the evening of February 16, 2007, a 
small group of Reformation Lutheran 
Church (RLC) members and Andy 
Cronan, one of two vice-presidents at 
Guernsey-Tingle Architects, gathered in 
the worship space to begin a weekend of 
learning with Christine Reinhard, a con-
sultant for visioning, formation, and de-
sign and a licensed liturgical consultant.  
Christine Reinhard shared her knowl-
edge of baptism, art and sculpture, 
Eucharist, scripture, history of the early 
Christian church, Martin Luther, the Ro-
mans, and so much more.  She provided 
the retreat participates with an invaluable 
education of all that is involved when a 
congregation decides to build a new 

church.  The participants were like sponges soaking up her words like 
water.  Reinhard provided an introduction to the weekend retreat, fol-
lowed by an evening prayer service.  The evening ended by gathering 
together to enjoying good wine and cheese in the Library, the current 
gathering place. 

 On Saturday morning, February 17, Brad Sipes, who is a 
staff architect with a specialty in church design at Guernsey-Tingle Ar-
chitects, met with a larger group of RLC members and Reinhard to 
learn about exterior gathering places. The Romans built the first gather-
ing places. The early Christians knew the importance of gathering to-

anniversary of a family memberôs death. Reinhard showed photos 
of gathering spaces at various churches. She explained that exte-
rior gathering space can be very inexpensive.  One possible gath-
ering area around the church might be prayer garden with a small 
water fountain and/or praying statue; plants and flowers; benches 
for contemplation and for the elderly to have a place to rest, and 
wide pathways for easy accessibility.  Reinhard, ñNature is the liv-
ing garment of God.  A church provides beautiful landscape that is 
welcoming to people.ò She expressed the use of good signage 
and flying seasonal flags to celebrate the church seasons.  In ad-
dition, a permanent copper vessel for fire, which could be used for 
more than just the Easter Virgil, was recommended. 

Reinhard took the retreat participants from the garden to the 
front doors of the building.  She said, ñLarge portals offer large ex-
pectations.ò  The front door must be situated so everyone can find 
it.  Doors can be inexpensive.  Special attention to the decorative 
door hardware was recommended.  The next discussion topic was 
the interior gathering space. 

Reinhard explained how the interior gathering space should 
be one-third the size of the worship space.  She said, ñThis is the 
space where everyone gathers to greet the baptismal candidate, 
the deceased, and to welcome one another before and after the 
worship service.ò  The gathering space should allow enough area 
for people to move around without bumping into each other.  
Reinhard recommended that the gathering space could have port-
able kiosks that advertise upcoming meetings, event signup 
sheets for upcoming events and information on church ministries.  
If needed, the portable kiosks could be easily moved or stored.  
Also, the gathering space should have large coat closets and large 
square upholstered benches and wood tables; large seasonal 
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banners and wreaths for the 
doors; a hospitality kitchenette or 
station for a coffee and food; and, 
a nice option would be a fireplace 
for ambiance.  Reinhard stressed 
the importance of staying con-
nected to each other, ñWe need to 
gather together and share stories 
as long as we can.ò  From the 
gathering space the retreat partici-
pants moved to the worship 
space. 
In the next Parish Post, topics will 
focus on the liturgy, sanctuary, 
baptismal font, and the Eucharist.

of the Christ ï to prepare all Christians for baptism at the Vigil of 
Easter.  The 36 days was a tithe (or a tenth) of the year (365 days). 
 In the 6

th
 century, Rome added four days to the beginning of 

Lent to model the 40 days in the Bible.  By the late 7
th
 and early 8

th
 

centuries, the observation of Lent became wide-spread through the 
West. 
 Ash Wednesday was the day the all the penitents was expelled 
from the church ï a temporary excommunication.  During the 4

th
 cen-

tury, individuals undergoing church disciple endured several stages 
of excommunication and reinstatements: weepers, who had to stand 
outside the church doors seeking prayers from those who went into 
the church; hearers, who were permitted to stand in the narthex (the 
foyer); kneelers, who were required to kneel with the standing con-
gregation, and the standers, who were allowed to stand with the con-
gregation until communion, when they 
had to leave. 
 In the 3

rd
 century, Tertullian, a 

church writer in the later second and 
early third centuries, mentions ashes as 
an external sign of public penitence.  By 
the ninth century, the impositions of 
ashes together with seven penitential 
psalms were added to the rite of expul-
sion of penitents from the church during 
Lent.  The day came to be known as Ash 
Wednesday.   
 In the 11

th
 century, the discipline of 

public penitence faded and Lent was ac-
cepted as a time to receive ashes and 
undergo penitence. (Source: Philip H. Pfat-

is the daughter of great baritone saxophonist Harold Cumberbatch, 
who named here Donna Lynn after Miles Davis' composition, "Donna 
Lee", made popular by Charlie Parker. The stage was set for her 
musical voyage. 
 
Her participation in choirs both in church and school, and in particu-
lar, the All City High School Chorus under the direction of John Mot-
ley, proved to be a great training ground. She studied music formally 
at Herbert H. Lehman College and informally she studied, listened 
and learned from such great artists as Carmen McCrae, Sarah 
Vaughan, Ella Fitzgerald and Nancy Wilson, among others. Well 
equipped with heart and soul and training, Tulivu was ready to em-
bark on a career. 
 
Ms. Cumberbatch has performed extensively in New York, the Carib-
bean, Europe, Canada, West Africa, and the continental United 
States. Her last European tour included performances with trum-
peter Hannibal Lokumbe, his quartet and a symphony orchestra per-
forming his two symphonies, "Children of the Fire," and "Flames of 
South Africa".Other works by Hannibal in which Ms. Cumberbatch 

by Janice Bunting, Minister of Music 
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was the featured vocalist were "Fanny Lou Hamer", performed with 
the Kronos Quartet, and "Love Poems to God" with 
dancer/choreographer Dianne McIntyre. 
 

Ms. Cumberbatch has also performed with John Hicks, The Brooklyn 
Philharmonic Orchestra, Diedre Murray, Lonnie Plaxico, Onaje-Alan 
Gumbs, Curtis Lundy, Cecil Brooks III, Steve Wilson, Andy Bey, Al

present a program entitled, "A Jazzy Love Thing: A Healing for the 
Millennium". This program fuses jazz and the spoken word and cen-
ters around the themes of forgiveness, patience, righteousness, com-
passion, and sensuality. It was presented February 14, 2004 at the 
Skylight Gallery in Brooklyn, New York.  
 

Ms. Cumberbatch has performed in numerous nightclub including the 
Blue Note and the Rainbow Room in New York City, concert halls, 
colleges, and festivals, including the first W.E.B. Dubois Pan African 
Jazz Festival in Accra, Ghana.   
 

Ms. Cumberbatch also does educational jazz workshops for elemen-
tary and junior high schools.  
 

Ms. Cumberbatch has three recordings on Ki-Ki Records, "Harmony", 
"Lullabies In The Key Of Life-For The Child In All Of Us", and 
"Daughters of the Nile". She can also be heard on numerous other 
recordings.
